





From the 1877 Army Regulations

FORAGE-CAP BADGES.

27635, The cap-badges, numbers of regiments, and letters of
companies will be worn by enlisted men of the Army in the follow-
ing manner, viz:

2766. For Light Artillery and Cavalry Soldiers.—The numbers of
their regiments in the upper, and the letters of their companies in
the lower, angles of the a.ddges of their respective arms upon the
forage caps; the helmets and trimmings according to the patterns
Nnow wWorn.

296%7. For Ordnance Sergeants and Soldiers.—The ‘‘shell and -
flame ” on dress and forage caps.

V68, For Hospital Stewards.—The letters ““U. 8.” in white
metal, inclosed by wreath, on dress and forage caps.

2789, For Commissary Sergeants.—Crescent in white metal, the
points in a vertical line, on dress and forage caps.

2770. For Engineers.—The castle, with lettor of company above
it, on dress and forage caps. '

2¥71. For Artillery.—The crossed cannons, with number of the
regiment in upper, and letter of company in lower, angles, on dress
and forage caps. :

23792, For Infaniry.—The crossed rifles, with the numbers of
regiment and the letters of company placed as for Artillery, upon
dress and forage caps.

2978, For Field and Band Musicians.—Bugle, with numbers of
regiment in the center, and the letters of the company above the
bugle.

Y74, The cap irimmings for enlisted men of all arms and corps
will be of yellow metal, unless otherwise specified.—[ G. O. B, 1877.]

27735, This regulation does not dispense with nor prohibit the
wfearing on the collar of the coat the number of regiment or badge
of corps.

Hunting at Fort McKavett

490, On the frontier, where hunting for large game is practi-
cable, the men will be encouraged to hunt; and, for this purpose
Captains of companies may sell cartridges to their men in limited

uantities, according to the supply on hand, and will account for
the sales and the money received with their qoarterly returns of
ordnance.—[ G. 0. 103, 1874.1]

Funeral Gun Salute

FUKERAL HONORS.

628, On the receipt of official intelligence of the death of the
President of the United States, at any post or camp, the command-
ing officer shall, on the following day, cause a gun to be fired at
every half hour, beginning at sunrise and ending at sunset. When
posts are contiguous, the firing will take place at the post only
commanded by the superior officer.—[ Regs. 1863, T 275.1

Sick Call

BURGEON’S CALL.

P88, At Surpheon’s call, the sick then in the companies will be
conducted to the hospital by the 1st Sergeants, who will each hand
to the Surgeon, in his company book, a list of all the sick of the
company, on which the Surgeon shall state who are to remain or
go into hospital ; who are to return to quarters as sick or convales-
cent; what duties the convalescents in quarters are capable of;
what casesare feigned; and any other information in regard to the
sick of the company he may have to communicate to the company
commander.—[ Regs. 1863, 1 1284.]
